Woodland Management Options

Properties within a Quarantine Area:

1. Landowner decides to do nothing.  

a. ODA will not be coming to remove your ash trees. 

b. If the ash trees become infested, it will be up to the individual property owner to decide the next step.

2. Landowner decides to sell ash trees. 

a. Contact ODA to notify them of your intent to sell your ash logs.  

b. Have property evaluated by a professional forester (Division of Forestry or Consultant) to get an inventory and board foot volumes to make educated decisions about a harvest.  

c. Forester can provide information about how to bid out the timber harvest.

d. The company moving the logs and the company receiving the logs must have a compliance agreement with ODA if ash logs are going to be moved out of the quarantined area.  Log movement will be restricted to during the non-flight season, October 1 – April 1. 

e. Landowners may contract with a portable sawmill to saw trees on site.  All bark and one-half inch of sapwood must be removed from ash logs.  This material must be destroyed according to agreement with ODA.  Resulting lumber or cants (square cut logs) are not regulated and may be removed from the quarantine area and sold.

Properties outside the Quarantine Area:  

1. Have property evaluated by a forester (Division of Forestry or Consultant) to determine species composition and volume of trees in your woodland.  

2. Ash resource will be evaluated closely to determine feasibility of reducing the number of ash trees through a timber sale.  

3. Forester can develop stewardship plan for the landowner. 

4. Landowner decides to harvest ash trees (and perhaps other trees) as part of stewardship plan:

a. Contact ODA to be upfront with them and see if they have any concerns.

b. Have the woodlot marked for the timber sale (Division of Forestry or Consultant).

c. Forester can provide information about how to bid out the timber harvest.

The ODNR Division of Forestry strives to help woodland owners with the long-term management of their forest resources.  If EAB is found on any property, the Division of Forestry is obligated to report the find to ODA.
